Wells have now been completed in the following
villages: Baligham, Bagham, Bambe, Bameka, Bangou,
Ngadiwala, Nkonka and Ndonga. You will notice we
have finally moved beyond the villages beginning with
the letter ‘B’ and broken out into those beginning
with ‘N'!

Funds for these latest wells have come from a
variety of sources, including local businesses for the first time. This was facilitated by the granting of charity
status in February. You will notice the number at the foot of this page - so easy to remember, even Vic can recall it!

In June we held our first Annual General Meeting for
Open Kingdom in the local Norfolk Park Heritage
Centre (see photo opposite). The event was attended
by many of our supporters, who were treated to a
short video compilation of our exploits in Cameroon
over the last two years.

We currently have sufficient funds to allow us to
continue to install two wells per month for the next
three months (depending on the exchange rate), and
hopefully additional fundraising will allow us to sustain
this momentum.
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
